2. Phase 1: The Technical Foundation
Before creating content or building links, your website's technical infrastructure must be flawless. Google
cannot rank what it cannot efficiently crawl, and users abandon sites that load slowly. This phase establishes
the foundation everything else builds upon.

2.1 Core Web Vitals Optimization

Core Web Vitals are Google's official page experience metrics and confirmed ranking factors. The three metrics
measure different aspects of user experience:

How to Measure Core Web Vitals:

• Google PageSpeed Insights (pagespeed.web.dev) - Official Google tool with field and lab data

• Chrome DevTools - Real-time performance monitoring in your browser

• Google Search Console - Core Web Vitals report showing real user data

• WebPageTest (webpagetest.org) - Detailed waterfall analysis and filmstrip view

■ Pro Tip: PageSpeed Insights shows two scores - Lab Data (synthetic testing) and Field Data (real users).
Field Data is what Google uses for rankings. If your Field Data is good but Lab Data is poor, don't panic -
real user experience matters most.



2.2 Theme & Performance Setup

SleekCard is built for speed, but optimization requires proper configuration. Follow these steps in order:

Step 1: Image Optimization

Images typically account for 50-70% of page weight. Modern formats reduce file size by 30-50% with no quality
loss:

• WebP format: Supported by 95%+ of browsers, 25-35% smaller than JPEG

• AVIF format: Cutting-edge format, 50% smaller than JPEG, growing browser support

• Lazy loading: Images below the fold don't load until user scrolls near them

• Responsive images: Serve appropriately sized images based on device screen size

Implementation: Install the ShortPixel or Imagify plugin. Both automatically convert uploads to WebP/AVIF and
handle responsive images. Configure to compress existing images retroactively.

Step 2: Caching Configuration

Caching stores generated pages so they don't need to be rebuilt for every visitor. This is the single biggest
performance win for most WordPress sites.

• Install WP Rocket or W3 Total Cache - Both are excellent; WP Rocket is more user-friendly

• Enable page caching: Stores complete HTML pages

• Enable browser caching: Tells browsers to store static files locally

• Enable GZIP compression: Reduces file transfer sizes by 70-80%

• Minify CSS/JS: Removes whitespace and comments from code

Step 3: Content Delivery Network (CDN)

CDNs serve your static files (images, CSS, JavaScript) from servers geographically close to your visitors. This
reduces latency dramatically for international audiences.

• Cloudflare: Free tier available, includes DDoS protection and SSL

• BunnyCDN: Affordable paid option with excellent performance

• StackPath: Premium option with advanced features

■■ Warning: After enabling caching, always test your site in incognito/private browsing mode. Cached
pages can mask issues that only appear to new visitors.

Step 4: Database Optimization



WordPress databases accumulate cruft over time - post revisions, spam comments, transient options. Regular
cleanup improves performance:

• Install WP-Optimize plugin for automated database cleanup

• Remove post revisions older than 30 days

• Delete spam and trashed comments

• Clean expired transient options

• Optimize database tables monthly



2.3 RankMath Configuration

RankMath is the most powerful WordPress SEO plugin available in 2026, offering features that used to require
multiple separate plugins. Proper configuration is critical.

Initial Setup Wizard

After installing RankMath, run the Setup Wizard and configure these settings:

1. Connect Google Services: Authenticate with Google Search Console and Google Analytics. This
enables the Analytics dashboard within WordPress and allows RankMath to see your actual search
performance data.

2. Site Type: Select your site type accurately (Business, Personal Blog, News, etc.) as this affects schema
markup defaults.

3. Logo & Social Profiles: Upload your site logo and connect all social media profiles. These appear in
Knowledge Graph results.

Essential Module Activation

Navigate to RankMath > Dashboard > Modules and enable:

• SEO Analysis (enable): On-page SEO scoring for every post/page

• Sitemap (enable): Automatic XML sitemap generation

• Image SEO (enable): Automatically adds alt tags based on image filename if you forget to add them
manually. Critical for accessibility and image search.

• Local SEO (enable if applicable): Schema markup for businesses with physical locations

• Redirections (enable): Manage 301 redirects without editing .htaccess

• Schema Markup (enable): Rich snippets for enhanced search results

• Instant Indexing (enable): Push new content to Google immediately

Breadcrumb Configuration

Breadcrumbs help Google understand your site hierarchy and appear in search results below your URL,
increasing click-through rates by showing users the page's context.

Navigate to RankMath > General Settings > Breadcrumbs:

• Enable Breadcrumbs: Toggle ON

• Separator: Use ' › ' or ' / ' (personal preference)

• Home Label: 'Home' or your site name

• Enable for posts, pages, and custom post types



After enabling, add <?php rank_math_the_breadcrumbs(); ?> to your theme's header.php file, or use
SleekCard's built-in breadcrumb option in Customizer > Layout Settings.

Title & Meta Settings

Configure how RankMath generates titles and descriptions:

• Posts: %title% %sep% %sitename% (shows post title, separator, site name)

• Pages: %title% %sep% %sitename%

• Homepage: %sitename% %sep% %sitedesc%

• Archives: %term% %sep% %sitename%

■ Pro Tip: The %sep% variable pulls from your separator setting (pipe, dash, dot, etc.). This ensures
consistency across all pages without manual updates.



3. Phase 2: On-Page Excellence (The RankMath Way)
On-page optimization is where SEO directly intersects with content creation. Every page should target a
specific search intent and satisfy it comprehensively. RankMath's scoring system guides you toward Google's
quality standards.

The 80+ RankMath Score Goal

RankMath analyzes each page against 30+ SEO factors and assigns a score out of 100. Aim for 80+ on every
page you want to rank. Pages scoring below 60 rarely rank competitively.

However, a high RankMath score doesn't guarantee rankings. It means your technical on-page SEO is solid.
You still need great content, backlinks, and domain authority to rank competitively.

3.1 Focus Keyword Strategy

The 'Focus Keyword' is RankMath's term for your target keyword - the primary search term you want this
specific page to rank for. Choosing the right focus keyword is perhaps the most important on-page decision.

Using RankMath's LSI Keyword Tool

Latent Semantic Indexing (LSI) keywords are related terms that help Google understand context. RankMath's
built-in tool finds these automatically.

1. Enter your primary keyword in the Focus Keyword field

2. Click the 'Target' icon next to the keyword

3. RankMath displays LSI variations and related terms

4. Naturally incorporate 5-8 of these throughout your content

Keyword Selection Framework

Don't target generic, high-competition keywords. Be specific:

Search Intent Matching

Google categorizes searches into four intent types. Your content must match the searcher's intent:

• Informational: User wants to learn ("how to change a tire", "what is SEO"). Create comprehensive
guides, tutorials, or explainers.

• Navigational: User wants a specific website ("facebook login", "gmail"). Not targetable unless you own
the brand.

• Commercial Investigation: User is researching before buying ("best CRM for small business", "iPhone
vs Samsung"). Create comparison posts, reviews, or roundups.

• Transactional: User ready to take action ("buy iPhone 15", "book plumber now"). Create service pages
or product pages with clear CTAs.

■ How to Identify Intent: Google your target keyword and look at the top 10 results. Are they blog posts,
product pages, videos, or lists? Match that format. Google has already determined what users want for that
query.



3.2 Content Structure & Hierarchy

Google's algorithms now evaluate your content's 'Macro Structure' - the overall organization and hierarchy.
Well-structured content ranks better because it's easier for both users and search engines to understand.

The H1 Tag Rule

Every page must have exactly one H1 tag containing your primary focus keyword. Multiple H1s confuse Google
about your page's main topic.

• Good H1: "Complete Guide to On-Page SEO for WordPress in 2026"

• Bad H1: "Learn SEO" (too vague, no context)

WordPress themes usually set your post/page title as the H1 automatically, but verify this in your theme settings
or page source code.

H2/H3 Subheading Strategy

Subheadings break content into scannable sections. They should contain variations of your focus keyword and
LSI terms naturally.

Hierarchy rules:

• H2 tags are main sections (2-6 per article)

• H3 tags are subsections under H2s (as many as needed)

• H4-H6 are rarely needed; if you need them, your content might be too complex

• Never skip levels (H2 to H4 without H3 in between)

Example structure for "Emergency Plumber London" page:

H1: Emergency Plumber London - 24/7 Fast Response

H2: Our Emergency Plumbing Services

H3: Burst Pipes & Leaks

H3: Blocked Drains

H3: Boiler Breakdowns

H2: Service Areas in London

H2: Customer Reviews

Table of Contents for Long Content



For articles over 1,500 words, add a table of contents at the top. This creates 'jump links' in Google search
results - those clickable links that appear below some results and take users directly to specific sections.

Benefits of TOCs:

• Increased click-through rate from search results (users see more entry points)

• Better user experience (readers can skip to relevant sections)

• Improved time-on-page metrics (easier navigation reduces bounces)

• Sitelinks in SERPs (Google may show your TOC as sitelinks)

RankMath has a built-in TOC block for the Gutenberg editor. Configure it to show all H2 and H3 headings.

Content Length Guidelines

There's no magic word count, but data shows clear patterns:

• Informational queries: 1,500-2,500 words perform best. Users want comprehensive answers.

• Commercial investigation: 1,200-2,000 words. Cover key comparison points thoroughly.

• Transactional pages: 800-1,200 words. Don't overwhelm buyers with unnecessary content.

• Local service pages: 600-1,000 words. Focus on trust signals and CTAs.

Quality trumps quantity always. A focused 800-word article that perfectly answers the query beats a rambling
3,000-word piece.



3.3 Advanced On-Page Techniques

Internal Linking Strategy

Internal links pass authority between your pages and help Google discover and understand your content.
They're one of the most underutilized SEO tactics.

Best practices:

• Link from high-authority pages to new content you want to rank

• Use descriptive anchor text ("learn about on-page SEO" not "click here")

• Include 3-5 contextual internal links per post

• Create topic clusters - pillar content linking to related subtopics

• Update old posts to link to new relevant content

Image Optimization for SEO

Images impact rankings through several mechanisms:

1. File names: Use descriptive names with keywords (emergency-plumber-london.jpg not IMG_1234.jpg)

2. Alt text: Describe the image naturally, include keyword when relevant. Critical for accessibility.

3. Title attribute: Optional, shows on hover. Use sparingly for additional context.

4. Caption: User-facing text below image. Include keywords when it makes sense.

5. Surrounding text: Google considers text near images when indexing them.

RankMath's Image SEO module automatically generates alt text from filenames if you forget, but manual alt text
is always better.

Meta Description Optimization

Meta descriptions don't directly impact rankings, but they dramatically affect click-through rate, which does
impact rankings indirectly.

Winning meta description formula:

• 150-160 characters (Google truncates longer descriptions)

• Include focus keyword in first 120 characters

• Make it compelling - this is ad copy, not just a summary

• Include a call-to-action ("Learn how", "Discover", "Get started")

• Match search intent (informational queries need different CTAs than transactional)



Examples:

■ Bad: "This article discusses plumbing services in London." (boring, generic)

■ Good: "Need an emergency plumber in London? 24/7 fast response, fixed prices, 5★ rated. Book your
same-day appointment now." (compelling, clear value)

URL Structure Best Practices

Clean URLs are a minor ranking factor but impact user trust significantly:

• Keep URLs short and descriptive (5 words maximum)

• Include primary keyword

• Use hyphens, not underscores (emergency-plumber not emergency_plumber)

• Lowercase only

• No stop words (the, and, or, but, of) unless needed for clarity

Good: yoursite.com/emergency-plumber-london

Bad: yoursite.com/2026/01/15/looking-for-the-best-emergency-plumber-in-london-and-surrounding-areas



4. Phase 3: Mastering 2026 Search Essentials
Google's 2024-2026 algorithm updates fundamentally changed what ranks. The old playbook of keyword
stuffing and thin content is dead. Modern SEO requires demonstrating genuine expertise, building trust, and
prioritizing user experience above all else.

4.1 E-E-A-T Implementation

E-E-A-T stands for Experience, Expertise, Authoritativeness, and Trustworthiness. It's not a direct ranking
factor, but Google's Quality Raters use it to evaluate search results, and those evaluations guide algorithm
development.

What Each Component Means

• Experience: First-hand or life experience with the topic. Added to E-A-T in 2022 to combat AI-generated
content. You must demonstrate you've actually done/used/experienced what you're writing about.

• Expertise: Subject matter expertise through credentials, education, or proven knowledge. Particularly
important for YMYL (Your Money, Your Life) topics like health, finance, and legal advice.

• Authoritativeness: Recognition as a go-to source in your field. Built through citations, backlinks, and
mentions from other authoritative sites.

• Trustworthiness: Accuracy, transparency, and security. Sites must be safe, honest, and reliable.

The E-E-A-T Author Box

Never publish anonymously. Google needs to evaluate who created the content. A complete author box should
include:

1. Full name and photo: Real person, not a logo or stock photo

2. Bio: 2-3 sentences highlighting relevant credentials and experience

3. Social profiles: LinkedIn, Twitter/X, professional websites

4. Credentials: Degrees, certifications, years of experience, publications

5. Contact information: Email or contact form (builds trust)

RankMath Author Box Setup

Configure author information in RankMath:

1. Go to Users > Your Profile in WordPress

2. Scroll to RankMath Author SEO section



3. Fill in all social profile URLs (LinkedIn, Twitter, Facebook, Instagram)

4. Write a comprehensive biographical info (minimum 150 words)

5. RankMath automatically adds Person schema markup with this data

For multi-author sites, ensure every author has a complete profile. Guest posts should link to the guest author's
own website or LinkedIn to verify credentials.

Demonstrating First-Hand Experience

Google's 2024 'Helpful Content' updates specifically target AI-generated content that lacks genuine experience.
Demonstrate experience through:

• Original photos/videos: Your own images, not stock photos. Include EXIF data if possible.

• Specific details: Exact measurements, timings, costs from your actual experience

• Personal anecdotes: Real stories about using the product/service/technique

• Failures and limitations: AI content is always overly positive. Mention what didn't work.

• Comparisons: "I tried A, B, and C, here's what happened with each"

■■ Critical: If you're using AI to help write content (which is fine), you MUST add first-hand details,
personal insights, and original research. Pure AI content without human expertise rarely ranks in 2026.



4.2 Local SEO & Schema Markup

If your business has a physical location or serves specific geographic areas, local SEO is critical. Google's local
algorithm evaluates proximity, prominence, and relevance differently than organic rankings.

RankMath Local SEO Module Setup

Navigate to RankMath > Titles & Meta > Local SEO:

1. Business Name: Your exact legal business name

2. Business Type: Select most specific category (e.g., 'Plumber' not just 'Local Business')

3. Address: Complete NAP (Name, Address, Phone) exactly as it appears on your Google Business
Profile

4. Opening Hours: Full schedule including special hours for holidays

5. Price Range: $ to $$$$ indicator

6. Contact Details: Primary phone, email, contact form URL

RankMath automatically generates LocalBusiness JSON-LD schema markup with this information. This tells
Google exactly what your business is, where it's located, and how to contact you.

NAP Consistency

NAP (Name, Address, Phone) must be identical across your website, Google Business Profile, and all
directory listings. Inconsistencies confuse Google and hurt rankings.

Common NAP mistakes:

■ Website: "Acme Plumbing Ltd" vs Google: "Acme Plumbing Limited" (inconsistent)

■ Website: "123 Main St" vs Directory: "123 Main Street" (inconsistent)

■ Using mobile vs landline in different places

Pick one format and use it everywhere. Most businesses use the format on their Companies House registration.

The Google Maps 3-Pack

The 3-Pack is the three local businesses that appear in a map above organic results for local searches. Getting
into it drives massive traffic.

Factors that determine 3-Pack rankings:

• Google Business Profile completeness: 100% complete profiles with photos rank better

• Reviews: Quantity, recency, and rating all matter. Aim for 50+ reviews with 4.5+ average.



• Proximity: Distance from the searcher. Can't control, but optimize for your area.

• Website quality: Your site's overall SEO health impacts local rankings

• Citations: Mentions of your NAP on other websites (directories, review sites)

■ Quick Win: Add your complete service areas to your footer using schema markup. RankMath's Local
SEO module can generate this. Google uses it to determine which geographic searches to show you for.

Schema Markup Beyond Local

RankMath supports 25+ schema types for rich results:

• Article: Shows publish date, author photo, and organization in results

• Product: Displays price, availability, and reviews in search results

• Review: Shows star rating in search results (massive CTR boost)

• Recipe: Shows cook time, calories, and ratings

• FAQ: Creates expandable question blocks in search results

• HowTo: Step-by-step instructions appear directly in search

Configure schema per post/page in the RankMath metabox below the editor. For e-commerce sites, Product
schema is essential.



4.3 User Experience Signals

Google tracks how users interact with your site in search results and on-page. These behavioral signals
increasingly influence rankings as Google prioritizes 'helpful' content that satisfies search intent.

Click-Through Rate (CTR)

If your result appears in position 5 but gets more clicks than positions 1-4, Google will test promoting you. High
CTR signals that your result is more relevant than higher-ranking pages.

Improve CTR through:

• Compelling title tags that promise value

• Meta descriptions that include CTAs

• Rich results from schema markup (star ratings, prices, dates)

• URL that matches search intent

• Brand recognition and trust

Dwell Time

How long users stay on your page before returning to search results. Long dwell time suggests you satisfied
their query. Short dwell time suggests your content wasn't relevant.

Increase dwell time:

• Answer the question immediately (users shouldn't have to scroll to find the answer)

• Use engaging multimedia (videos, images, infographics)

• Format for scannability (subheadings, bullet points, short paragraphs)

• Internal links to related content

• Interactive elements (calculators, quizzes, comparison tools)

Bounce Rate vs Pogo-Sticking

Bounce rate (leaving after viewing one page) isn't always negative. If your page fully answered their question, a
bounce is success. Pogo-sticking - clicking your result, immediately going back, and clicking a different result -
is negative because it shows you didn't satisfy their intent.

Reduce pogo-sticking:

• Match title/meta description promise to actual content (don't use clickbait)

• Fast page load speeds (users leave before content loads)

• Answer search intent immediately in first paragraph



• Mobile-optimized experience (60%+ of searches are mobile)

Mobile Experience

Google uses mobile-first indexing - it evaluates the mobile version of your site for rankings, even for desktop
searches. A poor mobile experience destroys rankings.

Mobile checklist:

• ✓ All text readable without zooming (minimum 16px font)

• ✓ Tap targets at least 48×48 pixels with adequate spacing

• ✓ No horizontal scrolling required

• ✓ Fast load times (under 3 seconds on 3G)

• ✓ Mobile-friendly navigation (hamburger menus are fine)

• ✓ No intrusive interstitials (pop-ups that cover content)

Test mobile experience at search.google.com/test/mobile-friendly



5. Phase 4: Fast-Track Indexing
Creating great content means nothing if Google doesn't index it. While Google eventually finds most pages, you
can accelerate the process from days to hours with proper indexing strategies.

5.1 Instant Indexing Setup

RankMath's Instant Indexing feature uses Google's Indexing API to notify Google immediately when you
publish or update content. This is especially powerful for time-sensitive content like news, events, or product
launches.

Setting Up Google Indexing API

This is the most technical part of the setup but worth the effort:

1. Go to Google Cloud Console (console.cloud.google.com)

2. Create a new project or select existing

3. Enable the Indexing API (search for it in the API Library)

4. Create a Service Account (IAM & Admin > Service Accounts)

5. Create JSON key for the service account (download and save securely)

6. Add the service account email to Google Search Console as an 'Owner'

7. In RankMath > Instant Indexing, upload the JSON key file

Once configured, RankMath automatically pings Google whenever you:

• Publish new content

• Update existing content

• Delete content (tells Google to remove from index)

■■ Important: The Indexing API has a quota (200 requests per day for most accounts). Use it strategically
for important pages. Google still crawls regularly for less critical content.

Manual Indexing Request

For individual pages, manually request indexing in Google Search Console:

1. Go to search.google.com/search-console

2. Use the URL Inspection tool (paste your page URL)

3. Click 'Request Indexing' if page isn't indexed

4. Google typically indexes within a few hours



You can request indexing for ~10-15 URLs per day without triggering rate limits.

5.2 XML Sitemap Optimization

Your XML sitemap tells Google which pages exist and how important they are. RankMath generates this
automatically, but configuration matters.

RankMath Sitemap Settings

Navigate to RankMath > Sitemap Settings:

• Include: Posts, Pages, Products (if e-commerce), custom post types you want indexed

• Exclude: Admin pages, thank you pages, tags (usually), anything with 'noindex' set

• Author sitemap: Disable unless you have multiple high-profile authors

• Images in sitemap: Enable (helps image SEO)

• Exclude posts: Thin content pages, duplicate content, low-value posts

Submit Sitemap to Google

1. Your sitemap URL is yoursite.com/sitemap_index.xml

2. In Google Search Console, go to Sitemaps (left sidebar)

3. Paste sitemap_index.xml and click Submit

4. Google begins crawling within hours

Check the Sitemaps report weekly to ensure no errors. Common errors:

• Pages in sitemap that return 404 errors

• Pages in sitemap that have noindex tags (conflicting signals)

• Pages redirecting to other URLs

Fix these immediately - they confuse Google's crawler.



6. Common Mistakes to Avoid
Even experienced SEOs make these mistakes. Being aware of them helps you avoid wasting time and effort on
tactics that hurt more than help.

1. Keyword Stuffing

Using your keyword 50 times in a 500-word article doesn't help in 2026. Google's natural language processing
easily detects unnatural keyword density. Write for humans first.

Rule of thumb: Use your exact focus keyword 3-5 times in a 1,000-word article, and use variations naturally
throughout.

2. Ignoring Search Intent

Creating a product page for an informational query or a blog post for a transactional query fails. Always check
what currently ranks for your target keyword and match that format.

3. Thin Content

300-word pages rarely rank unless you're an authoritative brand. If you can't write at least 600 substantive
words about a topic, consider whether that page needs to exist or if it should be combined with related content.

4. Duplicate Content

Having the same or very similar content on multiple pages confuses Google about which to rank. Common
causes:

• www vs non-www versions of your site both accessible

• HTTP and HTTPS versions both live

• Product filters creating dozens of near-identical pages

• Copied content from manufacturers (for e-commerce)

Use canonical tags to tell Google which version is the primary one.

5. Neglecting Technical SEO

Great content on a slow, broken site won't rank. Technical issues like broken links, slow load times, mobile
errors, and crawl problems tank rankings regardless of content quality.

Run technical audits monthly using Google Search Console and Screaming Frog (free up to 500 URLs).



6. Not Updating Old Content

Content ages poorly. Statistics become outdated, links break, and information becomes inaccurate. Google
favors fresh content.

Strategy: Identify your top 20 pages by traffic in Google Analytics. Update each one every 6 months with new
information, current statistics, and improved optimization. Change the publish date after updating.

7. Overlooking Internal Linking

Many sites have pages that receive zero internal links from other pages (except navigation). These 'orphan
pages' struggle to rank because Google assigns them low importance.

Audit for orphan pages using Screaming Frog. Add contextual internal links from relevant high-authority pages.

8. Bad Link Building

Buying links, using PBNs (Private Blog Networks), or participating in link schemes can result in manual
penalties that destroy your rankings overnight.

Earn links through genuinely valuable content, original research, or digital PR. It's slower but sustainable.

9. Ignoring Local SEO Basics

Local businesses that don't claim and optimize their Google Business Profile miss 60-70% of potential local
search traffic. It takes 30 minutes and is free.

10. Focusing on Vanity Metrics

Rankings and traffic are vanity metrics if they don't lead to conversions. A page ranking #1 that converts at
0.1% is worse than a page ranking #5 that converts at 3%.

Track conversions (sales, leads, signups) alongside rankings. Optimize for business outcomes, not just
visibility.



7. Advanced Techniques
Once you've mastered the fundamentals, these advanced strategies can give you a competitive edge in
crowded markets.

Topic Clustering & Pillar Content

Instead of isolated blog posts, organize content into topic clusters. Create one comprehensive 'pillar' page
covering a broad topic, then multiple 'cluster' pages covering specific subtopics. All cluster pages link to the
pillar, and the pillar links to all clusters.

Example for a plumbing site:

• Pillar: 'Complete Guide to Emergency Plumbing' (3,000 words)

- Cluster: 'How to Fix a Burst Pipe' (1,200 words)

- Cluster: 'Emergency Drain Unblocking' (1,000 words)

- Cluster: 'Boiler Emergency Repairs' (1,200 words)

This structure helps Google understand topic authority and creates powerful internal link signals.

Featured Snippet Optimization

Featured snippets appear above position #1 in 'position zero'. They typically come from pages already ranking
in positions 1-10.

Optimize for snippets:

• Answer the exact question in 40-60 words immediately after a subheading

• Use lists for 'how to' or 'best X' queries

• Use tables for comparison or data-heavy content

• Use clear, simple language (8th-grade reading level)

Video SEO

Video results now appear for 25%+ of searches. If you create videos, optimize them:

• Upload transcripts to your page (helps Google understand content)

• Use VideoObject schema markup (RankMath supports this)

• Embed videos on relevant pages, don't just link to YouTube

• Create video sitemaps through RankMath



International SEO (hreflang)

If you have content in multiple languages or target multiple countries, use hreflang tags to tell Google which
version to show which users.

RankMath doesn't handle hreflang automatically. Use WPML or Polylang plugins alongside RankMath.

Semantic SEO & Entity Optimization

Google's Knowledge Graph contains millions of entities (people, places, things, concepts). Helping Google
understand which entities your content relates to improves relevance.

Implement through:

• Comprehensive schema markup for all relevant entity types

• Internal linking using entity names as anchor text

• Structured data connecting your site entities to Knowledge Graph entities

Core Web Vitals - Advanced

Beyond basic optimization:

• Preload critical resources (fonts, hero images)

• Defer non-critical JavaScript

• Use resource hints (dns-prefetch, preconnect)

• Implement service workers for offline functionality

• Optimize third-party scripts (analytics, ads, chat widgets)
